Boater Safety Requirement 

 

In 2007, the Virginia General Assembly enacted a law to establish a boating safety education compliance 

requirement. This requirement was phased in over the last several years and on July 1, 2016, all operators of 

PWCs (Personal Watercraft such as jet skis, Sea Doos, Wave Runners) and operators of Motorboats with a 

10 hp or greater motor, will be required to have a boating safety education course completion card on board 

when operating a PWC or Motorboat.

As of July 1, 2015, all PWC operators age 14 and 

older and motorboat operators 50 and younger 

must complete a boating safety course. Beginning 

July 1, 2016, all PWC operators age 14 and older 

and all motorboat operators regardless of age 

need to take a boating safety course. 

 

PWC Age Restriction: No person under the age 

of 14 may operate a PWC. Those operators 14 

and 15 MUST show proof of completing an 

approved and accepted boating safety course 

either in a classroom or online. The challenge 

exam or other provisions of the Education 

Compliance Requirement do not meet the 

requirements of the age restriction law.

5. At the Captains meeting, the Tournament Committee will decide if Saturday is fishable. If Saturday is declared 

not fishable, the tournament will be rescheduled for Sunday. 
6. Each boat entered in the Tournament will be eligible for only one prize.
