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Mortality rate of Bay's striped bass twice that of

those in the Atlantic
= May 18, 2020

Striped bass that stay year-round in the Chesapeake Bay are dying at nearly twice
the rate of those that migrate each year to the Atlantic Ocean, a new study has
found. The cause or causes aren'’t clear, but the lead researcher said that it needs
to be addressed to right a troubling decline in the prized finfish.

An electronic tagging study led by scientists from the University of Maryland
Center for Environmental Science found that large mature striped bass leave the
Bay every year to roam coastal waters until the next spring. Those smaller,
younger fish that remain in the Chesapeake died off at the rate of 70% a year.

Researcher Dave Secor of the University of Maryland Center for
Environmental Science conducts implants acoustic transmitters
in striped bass collected from the Potomac River while a
graduate student assists. (UMD Center for Environmental
Science)

Attention Fishermen and Other Mariners

The two (2) turbine CVOW Pilot Project is located
in federal waters of the Outer Continental Shelf
(OCS), about 24 nautical miles off Virginia Beach.

Dominion Energy will start Pilot Project
construction activities in May 2020, beginning
with power cable installation. Wind Turbine
Generator installation is planned to begin late-
May and continue through the Summer of 2020.

Cable Installation Activities

Cable laying operations will begin from shore off
Camp Pendleton towards the Pilot Project site.
Ahead of the cable lay, the route will be cleared of
seabed debris and concrete mattresses will be
placed at crossings with existing subsea
telecommunications cables. The power cable will
then be laid on the seabed, along the planned
route, and subsequently buried. The concrete
mattresses at crossing points will not be buried,
locations of these crossings are highlighted below.

Commercial fishermen planning to deploy fixed
gear (e.g., pots, gillnets, etc.) or work mobile gear
in the vicinity of the planned operations should
contact the Fisheries Liaisons to coordinate
activities. Temporary relocation of fixed gear,
away from operational areas, may be requested.

Dominion will engage local fishing vessels as Scout
Boats to help avoid any fishing gear conflicts.
Additionally, up to 5 safety vessels will keep
station along the cable route during the
installation of the subsea cable. Please reference
the Local Notice to Mariners for additional details.
